Minutes of the Padbury Parish Council meeting held on Tuesday 11th July 2023 at 7pm

22. Declarations of Interest – None 

23. Minutes
Resolved to approve the minutes of the meeting of the Parish Council held on the 23rd May 2023 as a correct record - PPC/01/23-24.

24. To receive updates from Buckinghamshire Councillors
· Mobile camera at junction of A413 and Lower Way – online meeting held, will be on next round for consideration.
· A413 re-surfacing works being carried out
· EWR works to Herds Hill due August/September, Ox Lane and Lenborough Road due October/November.

25. Sports Field, Play Area and Woodland
25.1  	Pavilion – Members resolved not to increase the sum for insurance of the
building following the installation of the new kitchen. This would be considered again when the refurbishment work is completed. Members noted that our insurers would need to be notified when the refurbishment works commence.
25.2 	Tenders for the pavilion – Ten contractors carried out site visits, only received 
four tenders. Councillor Burton went through the tender evaluation form. Quotes A & C were rejected and the clerk was authorised to communicate this decision to the contractors. Further consideration to be given to quotes B & D, following additional meetings to discuss the heating and hot water systems.
25.3  	Councillor Burton is chasing the architect regarding the building regulations. 
25.4    	Play areas – Members reviewed annual reports received, clerk to prepare a
list of items to be actioned.
25.5   	Members resolved the removal of the zip wire. Clerk to clarify requirements
for new turf.
25.6   	New zip wire & springy – Members resolved updated quote and agreed not to
paint the zip wire. Clerk to apply for funding.
25.7   	Woods – Members resolved ACS Services to mow the pathways, cost £55.
25.8  	Members resolved annual inspection of the woods to be carried out in August,
date to be agreed.
25.9   	Members resolved clerk to apply for funding via the football club/association
for the pavilion refurbishment.
25.10 Tractor/Ride on mower – Members resolved the service/repair of the ride on
mower, clerk to book. Tractor service – Councillor Dickens to chase.

Councillor Chilver advised it would be superseded by Buckinghamshire Councils Plan (approximately in 2027). One option to consider was to do a joint plan with another parish ie Adstock. Members resolved an article to go in the Padbury Pump requesting volunteers.
